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JUDGING/STHULATING SCRNARIO

It 1s a nice summer morning about 10:00 am. You and your partner are doing
electrical work at a cottage sbout 30 minutes out of town. You happen to
notice Lhat a neighbour is cutting his/her hedge with electric clippers while
standing on a step ladder. As you enter the garage, vou hear your neighbour
yell out in pain and then you hear s thued.

The team has 15 minutes to complete the problem.

The team may bring their first aid snpplies into the accident scene prior to
Lhe pabient being posltioned.

PROPS AND BOUIPHENT FOR PROBLEM

Step ladder or cardboard to gimulate a step ladder. (4 or 5 Foot length).

A middle aged or older casuslty, if possible, wearing casual clothing.
Electric hedge-clippers with extension cord. (A cardbosrd made to  look like
electric hedge-clippers with a rope to simulate an extension cord, still

running should be written on cardboard or judge should state, =till rurning,

Medigation container with smsll tablets (ecandy?) labelled Mr. XXX, 0O.Bmg

nitroglyecerine, dissolve one tablet under the tongue. Relief should be
apparent within one to two minutes. Maximum 3 tablets, 5 minutes apart
over a 15 mimite period. (If you speak to your local pharmacist, they may

supply you with the appropriate container),
JIRJURIES AND PATIENT INFORMATION

1. Open fracture right (mid shaft) forearm, snterior side of arm. Small
bone (2 cm or 374 inch) protruding from wound. Wound should be 2 inches
or & cm long). bSome blood should be visible, but not severe bleeding.

2. Closed fracture right collar bone. Discoloured lump to show bruising
(1amp should be in inch or 2.5 em. in size). Lump should be felt through
clothing. ‘

3. Minor sbrasion right cheekbone. (abrasion 1 inch or 2.5 cm).
4. Patient has had a history of angina for the psgt 5 years. He/she hss

been taking nitroglycerine tablets to relieve the pain as required, bhut
has not taken any today.
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STMULATION

Check diagram and video for position of injuries and position of patient.
This patient should be an older individual, approximstely 40 to 60 vears old.
Casual clothing is acceptable; t-shirt, long pants or shorts. Patient should
have a nitroglyeerine container that contsin tablets {candy).

Patient should be lying on his/ber back clutching his chest. with his left
hand. The step ladder is lying across his/her body and the hedge clipper is
lying begide him/her with the trigper in a locked position, «till running. ’

1. Open fracture right (mid shaft) forearm, anterior side of arm. . Small
bone (2 em or 3/4 inch) protruding from wound. Wound should be 2 inches
or 5 om. long). Some dried blood should be visible, but not oozing.

4. Closed fracture right collar bone. Diseoloured lump to show bruising
(lunp should be inch or 2.5 em. in size). Lump should be felt through
clothing.

3. Minor abramion right cheekbone. (abrasion 1 inch or 2.5 cm) .
Abragion should be 1 1/2 inches below right eve, right on cheekbone.

4. Shock (pale, clammy skin, excessive perspiration, face and Fforehead).

4. Patient will have a container of 0.8 mg. nitroglycerine tablets in
pocket,

PATTENRT PROMPTTNG

You have had s history of esngina for the past 5 vears. You have been
taking nitroglycerine tablets to relieve the pain as required, bnt have
not taken any tablets today.

While‘Cutting your hedge you experience a sudden sharp pain in your
chest and fall from the step lsdder. To protect yourself yvou extend
your right arm ag you fall to the ground. The impact results in an
open fracture to your right arm and a closed fracture to your right
collar bene. Both fractures cagse pain if handled, but are secondary
to your chest pains. You have & small sbragion on your right cheek
that you don 't even notice,

You complain of pain to your chest snd it continues to Worsen
even 1T the first aider helps you take your nitroglycerine tablets,
After about 10 minutes it is an excruciating crushing pain and vou
become quite anxious, restless and gasping for bresath.
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VITAL SIGHS Initial Second time

- LOC - alert & oriented congelious, anxiety
Fulse - 80 wesk & irregulsp ‘ 120 weak & irregular
Respirations - 20 shallow & irregular 30 gegping & irrsgular
Pupils - slightly dilated, equal & reactive Same

Skin - pale, cool, clammy, sweating grey, cold, profuse
